Idaho-Maryland Gold Mine   - #1 by annual gold production in Grass Valley Gold Camp in 1941.

Annual production reached 129,000oz gold / year in 1940. Total production of 2.4M ozgold*

Grass Valley Gold District   - #3 in entire USA in  total gold production as at 1959.

Annual production reached 271,000oz gold / year in 1941. Total production of 13M ozgold.

Forced to Shutdown- in 1942 for WWII by order of the US Government.

Final shutdown in 1956 due to fixed price of gold at $35/oz

Before reaching its full Potential ɒI-M Mine planned to double production in 1942.

Major capital expansion to increase throughput to 2,000tpd completed in 1942**

Frozen in Time   - Company never disclosed the details of the mine to the public.
